The successful applicant must demonstrate a commitment to undergraduate research during his/her junior or senior year.

Selection Criteria   

An applicant for this scholarship must
· be a declared major in one or more of the departments in the College of Science
· have at least 60 credit hours at the beginning of the 2013 fall semester be a full-time student during the period when the scholarship is in effect
· include a current copy of his/her transcript and a one- to two-page description of the research project that will be conducted during the year of the scholarship, including a brief review, and annotated bibliography, of the relevant literature.
· update his/her personal information with the WSU Scholarship Office by 
April 1, 2013  to be eligible to receive any WSU scholarship; do this by going online and following the link on http://weber.edu/scholarships/continuingscholarships.html

In addition, the following specific criteria will be used to determine Dr. Cyrus M. McKell Memorial Research Scholarship recipients (criteria not necessarily listed in order of their importance):
